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Pilgrims To Patriots, A Grandfather Tells The Story is a book of serious history, presented in a new way.  In it, a grandfather tells his grandchildren the story of how our country came to be.  They learn that our Constitution was the culmination of 200 years of a complex society living under self-made laws, institutions and constitutions.


The grandchildren get to know the Founding Fathers as real people.  They are introduced to Molly Pitcher, the Revolutionary War cannoneer, to the Indian Prophecy, to the War of Jenkins’ Ear, to Elizabeth Key, the slave who sued the Virginia Colony for her freedom, and to many other little-known, but important stories of our nation’s birth.


Along the way, the children ask questions and give their opinions.  They bicker and make up.  They share their learning with each other, all under the guidance of their kindly grandfather.  And, their love for one another and for their country grows.

Pilgrims To Patriots is a book for all ages, but can be especially enriching for grandparents to read to their grandchildren and as an introduction to the period for pre-teens.   Using simple language and dialog, the grandfather makes the story understandable and exciting.  Under his watchful eye, the grandchildren grow and gain wisdom and a new respect for him during the year of storytelling.


In the end, there is more than knowledge being shared.  There is the foundation for the passing of lore and of the appreciation for the values of our nation and way of life – a foundation that bridges the generations.
